ESSAY
The Scholarship committee wants to know about you and why you are a good candidate, so your essay is your
chance to make yourself stand out and to highlight your attributes for why you deserve a scholarship from the
Beech Scholarship Fund. Make sure you personalize your essay towards the scholarship you are applying for
because the evaluators will know if you are giving them a generic essay.

Double check that you are sending your essay to the right place to avoid an embarrassing mix-up! Get your
essay done early and make sure to have another pair of eyes look at your essay, preferably your teachers and
ask for some notes before you send it, so you can avoid any spelling or grammatical mistakes that you did not
catch during your proofreading round.

LETTERS OF RECOMMENDATION
Try to obtain letters from two trusted people. Ask a teacher who knows you and your achievements well, a
supervisor at a job or volunteer position, a coach, or a professional whom you know quite well, church
member, pastor or neighbor (do not use family members). Supply the two people that you ask with a “brag
sheet” where you list your accomplishments and why you are a fit for the said scholarship. Give them at least
a month to write your letter, so they have time to think about what to say, and you have time to make sure that
they finish the letter before the deadline. Your recommendation letters must be signed!

The signed Scholarship Application, including the typewritten essay, signed recommendation letters,
transcripts, and all pertinent documents must be uploaded no later than April 17, 2026 at 3:00pm. Hand
delivered or mailed applications will not be accepted.
